Relatively speaking, there is actually very little in the way of legal firms geared for
LPO in China when considered within the context of what India is currently offering in
this field.

Neither has it the overtly comprehensive backing which the Indian
government affords the outsourcing industry in general in India.

Nevertheless, LPO in China is available and quite comprehensive, with Chinese
lawyers who are graduates of universities such as Yale and Harvard, not to mention
other universities from the UK, New Zealand, Australia, and Canada.

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LEGAL PROCESS OUTSOURCING - INTRODUCTION

In recent years, the legal industry has experienced a global paradigm shift in the
delivery model for legal services. This model, known as Legal Process
Outsourcing (LPO), involves the transfer of legal processes to low-wage markets
overseas. LPO is growing in popularity as law firms seek to minimize costs, increase
flexibility and expand their in-house capabilities.

LPO initially appealed to large multinational corporations and law firms because of
the economies of scale and wage cost arbitrage opportunities. However, small and
mid-size legal markets are beginning to capitalize on the LPO phenomenon. LPO
levels the playing field for smaller organizations, which might lack staff, resources
and in-house expertise, allowing them to scale up operations quickly for a specific
project or lawsuit.

Although LPO began with low-end, back-office functions, firms now send more
sophisticated work overseas. A growing range of legal services are outsourced
across the globe, including data entry, legal transcription, pre-litigation
documentation, legal research, due diligence, contract management and intellectual
property services.

While the most popular offshore destination is India, LPO is gaining momentum in
other parts of the world, including China, Australia, South Korea and the Philippines.

LPO is a complex process and is not the best solution for every organization. Below
are the major advantages and pitfalls of outsourcing legal work to foreign markets.

Advantages of LPO

1. Cost Savings. Legal employees in overseas markets earn 301 70 percent
lower wages than comparable employees in the U.S., allowing domestic firms
to reap tremendous cost savings. Infrastructure costs in India and other
overseas markets are also significantly lower.

2. Round-the-Clock Operations. The 12-hour time difference between the U.S.
and India permits 24/7 operations. Offshore teams can work through the night,
resulting in quick turnaround time for pressing legal projects.

3. Access to Global Labor Pool. India, China and other offshore destinations
of fer a | arge, trained | abor force.
an average rate of 15 million per year, ensuring a large pool of qualified
workers for law firms in the United States, Europe and other parts of the world
where the demand for labor is increasing.

4. Flexibility. Employing a combination of onshore and offshore talent allows
companies to tailor their capabilities in response to workload and client
demands. LPO also allows domestic firms to tap into global expertise that is
lacking within the organization.
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Disadvantages of LPO

A Dun and Bradstreet survey revealed that almost a quarter of outsourcing
relationships fail in the first two years, and half fail within five years. Below are a few
drawbacks to LPO:

1.

Cultural Differences. Offshoring work to foreign markets introduces cultural
and language barriers that could hinder communications between onshore
and offshore teams.

Confidentiality. Outsourcing sensitive legal information across the globe
gives overseas vendors access to confidential information. Some people
contend that sending legal work overseas constitutes a waiver of the
attorneyi client privilege because the U.S. government monitors cross-border
communications, and foreign countries lack the privacy rights afforded by the
U.S. Constitution.

Communication Barriers. Many outsourcing ventures fail because of unclear
expectations, poor vendor responsiveness, a lack of understanding and
ineffective governance. Companies with multi-shore operations must dedicate
time and resources to managing the offshore relationship, diverting attention
from core business functions.

Hidden Costs. In some instances, hidden costs undermine the cost benefits
of outsourcing work overseas. Hidden costs include vendor management,
guality control, contract management, employee turnover, vendor profit
margins and increased operational costs.

Geographical Hurdles. Relinquishing control of complex legal processes to a
party across the globe can result in a loss of managerial control over people
and processes. The practice of employing remote workers also can increase
certain costs such as travel and training.

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LEGAL OUTSOURCING SURGING IN FINANCIAL CRISIS

While the global financial crisis is hitting several economies hard, one sector in the
Asian legal market is reaping the benefits.

Legal process outsourcing (LPO) is shining amid the market turmoil, as law
firms seek to cut down on costs by outsourcing work to offices in China and
India.

Sanjay Kamlani, Co-CEO of Pangea3, a provider of LPO services, says that the
companyis bracing itself for a flood of
significant increase in inquiries in the last several months precipitated by the US
recession, both from the standpoint of the cost pressures and related headcount
reductions associated with the recession as well as from the standpoint of increased
legal work directly related to the sub-pr i me debacl e that tri
said in an interview with industry blog legallyyours.

Over the last decade, the LPO market has surged exponentially with research firm
ValueNotes estimating the growth at almost 70% pa i going from a US$200m
industry in 2001 to US$3bn last year. The rise has also been driven by the quality of
work. Most outsourced work is given to law students and the higher numbers of law
graduates in China and India as against their European and American counterparts
means that the quality of legal work is generally well received. It is also predicted
that as the industry gains a higher reputation, more and more top quality graduates
will move into the industry.

Kamlani says that rising costs will increasingly drive firms towards LPO services.
AOver the next two to three ye-aogus, counsa

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INDIA'S EDGE IN LEGAL PROCESS OUTSOURCING T CHINA DAILY

We all know about India’s strength in services and China's strength in manufacturing.

But while the Chinese manufacturing industry has been hurting from the global
export slump, sectors in India's services industry have been doing well.

India's emerging Legal Process Outsourcing (LPO) industry, in particular, has been
booming.

In the last 12 months, the LPO sector in India has reported 200 percent growth,
unaffected by the economic crunch.

LPO revenues grew from $80 million in 2006 to $225 million in 2007, and are
expected to reach $640 million by 2010.

Just a few years ago, there was virtually no industry called LPO.
Some multinationals such as GE and Microsoft, which had become comfortable
working in the Indian environment, decided to experiment with the use of English-

speaking Indian lawyers to process legal work in other jurisdictions.

Local vendors quickly adapted India's tested outsourcing model to offer routine legal
services such as e-discovery and document review.

And so began the growth of the LPO industry.

Noting India's success in offshore services, China has been trying to grow its
own footprint in the industry, especially since 2000.

But China has managed to get only 10 percent of the world's share of
outsourced services, compared to India's 37 percent.

If China wants LPO coming its way, it will need to pay attention to four factors that
helped the process grow in India.

The first, of course, is India's command of English, the language of not just LPO but
most offshore industries.

The Indian legal system, in addition, is built upon the British system, which
makes Indian lawyers familiar with Western legal concepts.

Thanks to the government's emphasis, 200 million Chinese are now learning
English. But getting trained in the law in English is a different game and will
require decades of sustained effort.

A shortcut, though expensive, might be government sponsorship of Chinese

graduates to attend English-speaking law schools in the region, including those in
South Asia.
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Second, India's federal and state governments have invested heavily in the
economic infrastructure of IT and business process outsourcing. LPO uses the same
infrastructure.

China has made strides in IT infrastructure, as well, but Chinese outsourcing
firms are still small compared to Indian giants like Infosys and Wipro.

The influence of Chinese outsourcing firms over State policies and resources is also
correspondingly smaller.

Third, even though LPO can offer savings of 30 percent to 70 percent for
Western firms, many have yet to come on board because of concerns about
information and data security.

Any vendor that wants to win business must maintain the confidentiality and sanctity
of privileged attorney-client information.

As long as the Chinese government remains interested in controlling Internet
activity, India will retain a big advantage.

Finally, the Indian government has undertaken worldwide campaigns to showcase
India's strengths to reduce investor sensitivity to economic and political risks.

Successive campaigns, from BJP's much-criticized "India Shining" to the current
"Incredible India" initiative, have ensured that Indian policymakers make frequent
friendly visits to Western countries, and that each visit is accompanied by productive
discussions and events with bankers, investors and trade organizations.

India's success in LPO came from a regional competitive strategy that weds skilful
private entrepreneurship, wise economic policy and strong public diplomacy.

While China has a stronger infrastructure than India, it will probably need to
rethink some aspects of its political and diplomatic strategies if it wants to
wrest a bigger share of the lucrative knowledge-based services market.
